— Enlisted after September 7, 1980, or entered active duty as a commissioned officer
after October 16, 1981: Served 24 continuous months or the full period called to active
duty, separated under any condition other than Dishonorable (Minimum duty
requirement may not apply to Veterans who were discharged for a disability incurred or
aggravated in the line of duty, for a hardship or “early out”.)

— Reservist or National Guard called to active duty by a Federal Order (for other than
training purposes) and completed the full call-up period

— Veterans with a verified Service-Connected Condition.
